AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, ADOPTING AND ENACYTING AMERICAN LEGAL
PUBLISHING'S OHIO BASTC CODE, 2011 EDITION, AS THE CODE OF ORPINANCES FOR
THE MUNICIPALITY OF S0 g st e , OHIO, AND DECLARING AN
EMFERGENCY,

WHEREAS, the present general and permanent ordinanees of the mutueipality are insdequately
arranged and classified and are insufficient in form and substance for the complete preservation of the -
public peaee, health, safety and gencral welfare of the monicipality and for the proper eonduct ofits affairs,

WHEREAS, Ameriean Legal Publishing Corporation publishes a Code of Ordinanees suitable for
adoption by municipalities int Ohio.

WHEREAS, it is necessary to provide for the usual daily operation of the municipality and for the
immuediate preservation of the public peace, health, safety snd general welfare of the municipality that this
crdinance take effect af an early date.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE LEGISLATIVE AUTHORITY OF THE
MUNICIPALITY OF _ Y e ai W\ s OHIO:

Seetionn 1. Amgeriean Legal Publishing's Ohio Basic Code, 2011 Edition, as reviewed and approved by
the Legisiative Authority, is hereby sdopted and enncted. Any prior version of the Ohio
Basic Code which may have been previously sdopted by the munieipality is hershy repealed
as obsolete and is hereby replaced in il entirety by this Ghio Basic Code, 2011 Edition,

Seetion 2.  One copyof American Legal Publishing's Ghio Basic Code, 2011 Edition, certified as comrect
by the Mayor and Clork of the Legislative Authority, as required by Ohio Revised Code
§ 731.23, shall be kept in its initial form ox file in the office of the Clerk of the municipality
and retained as a permanent ordinance record of the municipality. The Clerk of the
municipality is suthorized and direeted to publish & summary of sll new matters contained
in the Code of Ordinances as required by Ohio Revised Code § 731.23. Sueh summary is
attached hereto and marked as “Exhibit A”,

Seetion 3. All ordinanees and resolutions ot parts thereof which are in confliet or inconsistent with any
provision of the Ohio Basic Code, 2011 Edition, as adopted in Section 1 hereof, are hereby
repealed as of the effective date of this ordinance, except as follows:

(A) The enactment of the Ohio Basic Code, 2811 Bdition, shall not be eonstrued fo affect a
right or lisbility secrued or incurred under any legislative provision prior to the effeetive
date of such enactrent, or an action or proceeding for the enforcement of such rightor
liability. Such ennctment shall not be construed to relieve any person from punishment
for 1o act comumitted in violation of any such legislative provision, nor to affect an
indietment or prosecution therefor. For such purposes, any such legislative provision
shall continue in full force notwithstanding its repeal for the purpose of revision and
codification. ~



{B} The repeal provided sbove shall not affect:
{13 The grant or creation of & franchise, Hoense, right, easement or privilege;
{2) The purchase, sale, leasc or transfer of property;
{3} The appropriation or expendifure of money of promise or guarantes of payment;
(4) The assumption of any confract or obligation;
{5} The issuance and delivery of sny bonds, obligations or other instruments of
ndebtedness;

{6) The levy or imposition of taxes, assesements or charges;
(73 The establishment, naming, vacating or grade level of any strect or public way;
{8) The dedication of property or plat approval;
(9} The annexation or detachment of tersitory;

(10) Any legislstion enaeted subsequent to the adoption of this ordinance,

{11) Any legislation specifically superseding the provision of the Ohio Basic Code.

Section 4, Whenever reference is made in any documents, publications, or signs of the municipality,
including but not limited to traffic tickets and traffic-control signs, t0 & section as it axisted
in a former edition of the Ohio Basic Code, the reference shall extend and apply to the section
referred to a5 subsequently amended, revised, recedified, or renumbered,

Section 8, This ordimance is declared 1o be an emergency messure secessary for the immediate
preservation of the peace, heslth, safety and peneral welfrre of the people of this
municipality, and shall take effcct at the earliest date provided by law,
