AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ARTICLE II Al'ID XXVIll CONCERNING OFF· 
STREET PARKING REQUIREMENTS TO THE 200S VILLAGE OF THORNVILLE 
ZONING ORDIl'iANCE. 

WHEREAS, on October 27, 2008, Council passed Ordinance Number 1 0-2. thereby 
adopting the 2008 Village of Thornville Zoning Ordinance ("2008 Zoning Ordinance") 

WHEREAS, the Council of the Village ofThornville. Ohio has determined that it is 
necessary to update the Planning and Zoning Code of the Villllge in ordcr to berter protect the 
general health, safety, and welfare ofthe citizens ofthe Villllge. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY TIm COUNClL OF THORNVILLE, OHIO, A 
MAJORITY OF ITS MEMBERS CONCURRING, TIIAT: 

SECTION I. Existing Article II, SECTION 2.02 is hereby amended to include the following 
tenns and definitions in alphabetical order among the existing terms and definitions: 

"Aceess Drive(way}" means a way or means ofapproach to provide physical entrance to 
• property from public or private alley or stree! that confonns to tbe standards as specified in 
Article XXVIll, Section 28.03. 

"Off..Street Parking Space" means a temporary stomge area for a motor vehicle that is 
directly accessible from an access drive(way) and that is wholly located off any street, alley, or 
sidewalk, either in an enclosed building or an open lot and where eacb space conforms to the 
standard. as specified in Article XXVlll, Section 28.03. 

"On..Street Parldng Space" means a temporary storage a.rea for a. motor vehicle that is 
located on • dedicated street or alley. 

SECTION II. Existing Article Jl, SECTION 2.02 is hereby amended to delete the fullowing: 

"Parking space (off-street)" means any parking space located wholly off any street, alley, 
or sidewalk, either in an enclosed building or on an opec lot and where each parking space 
confurms to the standards as specified in Article XXXI of this Ordinance." 

SECTION lll. Existing Article XXVlll, SECTION 28.01 is hereby amended to read as follows: 

Section 28.01 Purpose 

The porpose of these requirement, is to encourage the orderly development ofparl<ing and 

loading areas ",trun tha Village and to promote safety ofrc~denlS and visitors by insuring the 

efficient handling of vehicular traffic. 


Section 28.02 Provision for Parking Required: 

In all zoning districts, at the time any building, structure, or use is changed, estnblished, erected, 

developed, or is enlarged or increased in capacity, there shall be provided off-street parking 

places in accordance with the provisions of this Article. 


Section 28.00 General Requirements 

A. Residential Ac£l'llS Drives. Access drives (any access from • public right ofway onto 
private property intended for vehicular use) shall he a minimum 12 feet in width including all 
access entrances. All access drives shall not exceed 25 fuel in width, except curb return. All 
access drives, exclusive ofcurh returns, shall he located no less than 3 feet from any side lot line. 
Access drive for any uses utilizing 8 common drive may be adjacent to and C<!tenninous with a 
side lot line. 

B. Commercial AecessDri~ 
I. Aceess drives shall have. minimum pavement width 0[20 feet. Allacce" drives, 
exclusive of curb returns, shall he located no I.... than 10 feet from the sidc lot lines. Access 



drive for any uses utilizing a common drive may be adjacent to and cotenninous with a side 
lot line, 
2, An fleeess drive serving a commercial property, which is expected to have a traffic 
frequency ofmore tban 5 vehieles in a 24 hoUlll period, shall he so designed to allow a 
maximum length semi-truck and trailer to make a right turn without crossing the centerline of 
the street being accessed, 

c. 	Q_ilil'Pennitted. The number ofaccess drives shall he kept to a minimum to promote safe 
and ressonable access. improve the convenience and ease of movement of travelers and 
permit reasonablc speeds and economy of travel while maintaining roadway capacity. For 
lots with less than 200 feet offtontage on public right(s)-of-way and less than 5 acres in total 
area, shall be limited to one access driveway. 

D, 	 SUriacLI!& All access driveways shall he graded for proper drainage and sorfaced with 
concrete. aspbaltic concrete, premixed asphalt pavement, blacktop, brick, or other Village 
approved durable and dustless surfaces. All driveway and apron designs shall be reviewed 
and approved by the Zoning Inspector prior to a permit being issued. 

E. 	 Maintenance. Private access driveways serving residential or commercial developments shall 
he maintained reasonably free ofpotholes and surface irregularities. 

F. 	 Location ofParking Spaces. Proximity to Street Right-of-Way 
In all district>, • five (5) 100t clear zone shall be maintained between the street right-()f-way 
line and any parking space. Parking areas shaU be so designed and arranged as to not allow 
protruding of any vehicle (or portion thereof) over the clcar zone, 

G. 	 ProKimity to U:;e. In the Old Town Center (OTC) District. any required parking and loading 
spaces sball he provided either on the same lot or within 200 feet ofthe principal use they 
serve. In all other district., required parking and loading spaces shall be pro\ided on the 
same lot as the principal use which they serve. 

H, 	 Jomt 1'!'9~ ofParking I;)":iliti~ Two or more buildings or uses located in the same area 
may meet parking and loading requirements by the joint provision ofparking and loading 
fucilities, provided tbose facilities are located so as to meet the requirements of Section 
28.03(F) and the number ofspaces as provided shall not be less than the sum ofrequired 
spaces lIS per Section 28.04 of this OIdinance. 

I. 	 Fire and Emergency Access .. Off-street parking areas sball be designed '0 as to allow 
efficient and effective access by fire and emergency vehicles to buildings. 

J. 	 Nnucomplil!!l£l'. In the event the Zoning Inspector finds, upon investigation, that an access 
drive or parking area is not in compliance with this section, belshe shall issue tbe owner of 
the access drive or parking area a violation letter pUllluant to Section 9.02 via certified mail. 
Such notice shall advise that repairs are to be completed within thirty (30) days from receipt 
of notice. In the event ofcontinned noncompliance, the 7..oning Inspector shall cause the 
issuance of a violation citation pursuant to Section 3.02.03. 

Section 28.04 Required Number of Off-Street Parking Sp .... 

Parking spaces shall be provided according to tbe fullowing Schedule which is hereby made • 
part of this Ordinance, 

The Old Town Center (OTC) District is exempt from the minimum off-street parking spaces as 
dictated in Section 28.04 Schedule ofRcquired Off-Street Parking Spaces as tbe district conwns 
small lots and is served by on-street parking, 

SECTION IV: This OIdinance shall he in furce and effect from and after the earliest period 
allowed by law.
